Learning Outcomes

Expected Learning Outcomes are the goal statements prescribed by the Department of Education and Early Childhood Development in collaboration with the other Atlantic Provinces. 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Language Arts in Grade 3


The Atlantic Canada English Language Arts Curriculum is shaped by the vision of enabling and encouraging students to become reflective, articulate, literate individuals who use language successfully for learning and communicating in personal and public contexts.  Language Arts in grade 3 should help the students develop language fluency and contribute toward their experience, study, and appreciation of language processes; Speaking and Listening, Reading and Viewing, and Writing and Other Ways of Representing.  The development of these processes is essential in becoming critical and creative thinkers.
    Mathematics in Grade 3
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The Nova Scotia Mathematics curriculum is based upon several key assumptions or beliefs about mathematics learning that have grown out of research and practice. These beliefs include the following: 

· Mathematics learning is an active and constructive process.

· Learning is most effective when standards of expectations are made clear with ongoing assessment and feedback.

· Learners are individuals who bring a wide range of prior knowledge and experiences and who learn via various styles and at different rates.

· Learning is most likely to occur when placed in meaningful contexts and in environment that supports exploration, risk taking, and critical thinking and that nurtures positives attitudes and sustained effort.
Assessment and Evaluation
Assessment and evaluation are essential components of teaching and learning.  It is used to inform decisions about teaching and learning, with the purpose of improving student achievement.  In grade 3, we practice assessment strategies as stated in the Student Assessment and Evaluation Policy of the Halifax Regional Centre for Education.
